
Address

La Folie, Pauliac, 24450 Dordogne, France. (See travel links - road, ferry and air).

Description:

La Folie comprises a good size kitchen dining room with large farmhouse table and wood burning open

fire. The downstairs living room has access through French windows to a patio area and the rest of the

garden.

Upstairs is a snug with a comfy leather settee, TV/Video, books and games. A short landing leads to the

bathroom and on to the bedrooms. The main tie-beam has been left in place - see pictures. Bedroom 1

has an antique French 3/4 double bed, Velux window and clothes hanging and storage area. Bedroom 2

has a full double bed and storage, an antique French washstand and shelving around. Plenty of clothes

storage/hanging is available in the bathroom and other bedroom.

07/02/07  Addition  of  an  antique  French daybed sleeping  1  small  person in  the  upstairs  snug  adds

another sleeping place. Also the addition of the 2 very large feather cushion settees mean that an extra

person can occasionally be accommodated.

Cleaning

The cottage is cleaned between lets, meaning that you need to do when you arrive is unpack, open a

bottle and explore. There is no extra charge for this service unless extra heavy cleaning is required after

you leave, or you do not leave the property and it's contents as you find them.

This house is in a rural location and the people around you may often be earning their living. Country

hours can start early but usually end early. So please be patient when it comes to the sounds and scents -

it's all part of being in the country!

Features:

The house has been renovated from a near derelict state, having been uninhabited for several years, and

then only the two ground floor rooms were inhabited, with the upper floor being accessible only from the

barn and used for storage of walnuts and hay. All the original features have been kept where possible.

Outside:

French windows lead onto a paved patio area, beyond which is a gravelled parking area with screening

shrubs in between. A path leads left to a larger garden area with a lean-to (G&T corner), shrubs and a

gravelled/lawned area, creating a qioet relaxing area with table and chairs and barbeque.

Rooms:

Kitchen/dining room, living room, snug (daybed & settee), 2 bedrooms, bathroom. The barn can be used

for storage of bikes etc. if needed.

Equipment/facilities: Electric cooker, microwave, freezer, Panini maker, CD player with MP3 cable,

TV/Video, (x2) washing machine, Dyson, iron and ironing board, hairdryer, etc plus a selection of videos

& books. For your own music, please take your own CDs and/or an iPod/mp3 player and connect it to the

CD player with the lead provided.
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The Area:

Within  easy  reach  are  several  interesting  historical  areas  and features.  We are  close  to  the  historic

Richard the Lionheart route - where nearby at Chalus, Richard was fatally wounded by an arrow and the

route traces his last campaign. The nearest tourist information is at Chalus, with public telephones at

Dournazac, Firbiex & Chalus (telecard - available from any branch of La Poste.

At Oradour sur Glane (the Martyr Village) is a national monument for anyone interested in the 2nd

World War.

The "Pays des Feuillardiers" is a region of woodcutters and charcoal burners which we are within. Also

around the area can be found several prehistoric menhirs.

Activities:

Nearby swimming lakes with sandy beaches eg: LA GRANGE DU LAC, SAINT MATHIEU, Velo-Rail at

Bussiere Galant, several Chateaux, Rochechouart for its art gallery, jazz festival, fireworks on Bastille

Day, estate agents and antiques. Brantome has the best market around which is on Fridays (get there

early if you want to eat/sit). It has some lovely shops, troglodite dwellings (some now converted into

shops), monastery, boating etc.

Nontron has a slightly interesting pen-knife factory and shop, where you can oversee the artisans at

work.

Antiques are to be found at Piegut Pluviers, Chalus, Rochechouart, Brantome, St Junien, etc.

Eating Out:

The nearest and most spectacular is La Taverne at Château de Montbrun, Dournazac; Marval has an

excellent restaurant, and there are several restaurants in Chalus. Rochechouart has a pizza restaurant

(try  fish  curry  pizza!!!),  and  other  restaurants  and  bars.  Your  comments  are  welcome  as  to  any

discoveries. If you are feeling brave there is a Ferme Auberge (farm restaurant) open seasonally quite

close by on the road to Dournazac.

Shops/Deliveries:

There are several regular deliveries to the village of bread, fish and meat. Listen out for the van horns.

Bread is from the boulingerie at Dournazac and can be pre-ordered for delivery.

The nearest shops are at Dournazac (boulingerie, small general store, chemist etc), Firbiex (boulingerie,

bar, telephone cabin), Chalus (nearest supermarkets and most other types of shops + nearest bank and

cash machine). St Junien has several hypermarkets and Limoges has everything you would expect from a

city of that size.

Getting There

By air: The nearest airport is Limoges, about 40 minutes drive away, and will be down to 30 mins with

no delays when the new bridge and bypass of Aix sur Vienne opens shortly.

By car: Pauliac is 362 miles from Le Havre (approx 6 hours drive) and 450 miles from Calais

(approx 7 hours drive)  with a good percentage of driving on motorway and the last few miles on

smaller roads. The route has been improving annually as new roads are under construction. The trip is

possible within one day on the excellent French motorways (We recently drove from Skipton, North

Yorkshire to Pauliac within one day, and returned similarly).
